Report

To this point in 2010 our financial situation has
remained stable. As of the end of May we have
collected $156,818.76 for the operating budget. We
receive these funds through Sunday Collections,
Facility Use fees, and fundraisers. Our operating
budget was set at $455,500 for the year, which
means that we have received 34% of our budget.
This is running behind what was budgeted. However,
we still have not had to dip into the reserve fund. The
Finance Committee enacted a spending freeze for all
nonessential spending in March and will continue. We
have spent $171,919.51 of the budget as of the end
of May. As you can see after completing 42% of the
